From the Pastor’s Desk...

Sunday, May 17th, 2026 — The Ascension of the Lord Ascension - Cycle A

Readings: Acts 1:1-11, Psalm 47 “God mounts his throne to shouts of joy: a blare of trumpets for the
Lord”, Ephesians 1:17-23, Matthew 28:16-20
Heaven Is a Joyful Celebration

The celebration of the Ascension of our Lord that we have féted this past Thursday invites us to continue to seek and
pursue Heaven as our ultimate earthly endeavor, following the path and footsteps of Jesus Christ. Have we not repeat-
edly asked what Heaven is likely to hold for us? This week's Gospel readings provides us with a surprising answer...
"Eternal life simply consists of getting intimately acquainted with Our Lord, The Father; and his son, Jesus."

Brothers and sisters,

1. Jesus Christ has spoken as to the great rejoicing that awaits us in Heaven; and we have been warmly invited
to come into his quarters! The reason for our existence is to seek Heaven. We are all aware of our impending earthly
demise only to be raised during the final judgment to then reap the joy of our heavenly reward. Our efforts should be
focused and directed to that end. Toiling for happiness just for this lifetime will only serve to seek materialistic rewards
that are surely to distract us from our journey towards a heavenly destination.

2. Perhaps placing the ""Benefits of Heaven" in our hearts means having our Lord as our primary purpose and
loving Him above all else. He must come first, before one and all, especially before our very selves! He and His
Will above me, or my desires. Then we shall become candidates for a renewal of life and spirit, being aware that "The
Benefits Of Heaven" have guided our lives towards placing the Lord above all of our earthily desires: Our Lord first
and foremost; then all others.

3. While traveling through life's meandering journey we can begin to see the joyful sights and sounds of such a
celebration. Life on this earth is but a prelude to "eternal life". We were not created to spend our time just in a
waiting room, but to unite with Christ in a heavenly paradise, reborn in HIM, in a glorious existence. This constitutes
the fundamental foundation of our Christian faith. Our life is but a voyage in which our Lord has furnished us with all
of the necessary devices for us to attain a heavenly destination. It is only logical that some personal sacrifice be re-
quired of us to reach our place in order to enjoy the rightful inheritance that the Lord Father has reserved for us. But it
is very possible that we stop thinking about all of it and convert our life into a room of pleasures and diversions, but for
long a period of time?

4. Should we not anticipate and enjoy the sheer elation and bliss of "eternal life'? It is incumbent upon us to live
our lives here in a heavenly state by preaching the good news that LOVE provides. That was the invitation that Pope
John Paul II extended to all of us: Building a generation of Love together as one. It vividly calls to mind the famous
French novelist Georges Bernanos: "Hell is a place defined as devoid of any love". The inability to love is where we
are totally removed from God's glorious presence. On the other hand, heaven is love in full bloom and overflowing
abundance. Thus in this life, we get to sample fragments of both heaven and hell.

In the measure by which we love God and our brothers, will we be able to experience the eternal joy of heaven. How-
ever, if we choose to distance ourselves from our Lord's never-ending love and do not love our own brothers, hell will

have already found a place within our midst.

AMOR COHERENTE

Durante el tiempo liturgico de la Pascua hemos vivido la experiencia del amor infinito de Dios hacia el hom-

bre. Ahora llega el tiempo de dar a Dios una respuesta de amor en nuestra vida cristiana de todos los dias. "Si me
amdais guardaréis mis mandamientos" nos dice Jesus en el evangelio, y nosotros queremos ser coherentes ofrecién-
dole las obras de nuestro amor.

Hermanas y hermanos:

1. Cuando un amigo se va le decimos cuéanto lo queremos, le pedimos sus consejos y recomendaciones, le re-
cordamos las experiencias bellas, le hacemos muchas promesas. La noche del jueves santo el cendculo se transformo
en escenario de una despedida, la més histdrica, la mas trascendental. Jesucristo sabia bien que era el Gltimo encuen-
tro que tendria con sus amigos y lo aproveché para dejarnos un regalo, una recomendacion y una promesa: El regalo
fue el sacramento de la eucaristia; la recomendacion: su mandamiento de amor; la promesa: el Espiritu Santo con la
abundancia de sus dones.

2. (Por qué relaciona Jesus amor y mandamiento? ;No parecen mas bien actitudes contradictorias? El amor nos
suena a libertad y el mandamiento a sumision. En la légica de Dios es el amor el que da sentido al cumplimiento de
la ley. "El que acepta mis mandamientos y los guarda, ese me ama". Es la demostracion del amor fiel.

Al relacionar amor y mandamiento, Cristo nos revela la novedad de su mensaje. Nosotros acogemos su herencia de
amor cuando nos olvidamos de nosotros mismos y nos entregamos a los demas, cuando somos solidarios y vemos el
rostro de Cristo en el que sufre, en el pobre, en el humilde, en el abandonado, en el pequeno. El amor se hace realidad
cuando cristaliza en obras.

3. El Evangelio siempre lleva consuelo, solidaridad y elimina el mal. El mundo en que vivimos esta cansado de
promesas. Ni el consumismo, ni los programas politicos, ni el suefio de justicia para todos sacian la sed del alma hu-

mana. El cristianismo tiene mucho que dar al hombre de hoy. Constuye la civilizacion del amor en donde la justicia y
la caridad se convierten en la ley que gobierna la sociedad y las empresas, en donde el poderoso piensa mas en
proteger la vida y el bienestar del pobre que en llenar su billetera de acciones.

El amor engendra amor. Hay un proverbio suizo que dice: "Las palabras son enanos, los ejemplos gigantes". Sin
pruebas, el amor no es mas que un sentimiento noble, pero vacio. Sin pruebas el amor se queda en meras palabras y,
al final, resulta una gran decepcion. Sin pruebas, el amor estd muerto. ". Decia Jean Cocteau: "No existe el amor, lo
que si existe son las pruebas del amor". La mejor solucion sera siempre poner en practica la buena noticia del Evan-
gelio: "Por sus frutos los conoceréis". Que asi sea.
